According to Arthur Howes, the original and only purpose of this “sort-of”
combination action was to enable this two manual organ to play like the three-manual organ that
Arthur earlier hoped and intended it to be. One started a piece playing a full registration on the
Hoofdwerk, then moved both hands to the Rugwerk, a secondary registration, activate the OFF
pedal to reduce the Hoofdwerk to a “Brustwerk” combination while still playing on the Rugwerk,
then jump back to the Hoofdwerk/” Brustwerk” with its now still lesser registration. ...and then
the whole procedure was reversed.
